m Terrain evaluation is an exercise to classify the physical

characteristics of particular landform according to their
features and appearance.

m Various type of terrain evaluation to meet their purposes,
which is primarily in landuse planning.

m Examples,

1) American Scheme-soll erosion and land
management

1) British System — geology and landform
i) Canadian Method — vegetation

IV) Netherlands — agriculture

V) Australian — engineering geology




Terrain Evaluation by MGD

Under the National Geohazards Mapping
program, MGD had conduct terrain evaluation
that emphasize on geohazards (landslides)
mapping through a procedure called
“Geological Terrain Mapping”

m Began in 2001 and until to date about 30% of
the land area, concentrated mostly in the hilly
terrain had been map.

m Method originally adapted from the
Geotechnical Control Office (GCO) of Hong
Kong terrain evaluation system is used Iin the
geological terrain mapping exercise.
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
